Infrastructure Meeting: We had a meeting last week to discuss our water and sewer, road, and other infrastructure projects.  We are moving forward with our sewer rate analysis as well as our water reliability assessment.  We are going to address some of our short term needs in our upcoming budget.  

Linden Mills Building: We are still getting completed questionnaires from individuals who wish to be on our committee overseeing the rehabbing of our Linden Mills Building.  We will be meeting within the next few weeks to go over short and long term plans for maintenance and improvements to the Building.  

Eagles Wooden Park Restroom:  Staff has met with HRC to discuss the timeline for the project since the award of the grant for the construction of the restroom at Eagles Wooden Park.  We have surveys to complete, permits to obtain, a building to bid and construct and timelines to meet for receiving the grant.  

Audio Visual Equipment:  The installation of the audio visual equipment is almost complete.  We are working on some technical issues with internet, cable and other needs with our IT service, cable provider and the Library.  Most of those issues are all in the council chambers.  We still need to do training for staff as well.
