Banners / Brackets:  We have been looking at seasonal banners for the downtown.  We will discuss some of those at the upcoming DDA meeting. 

Façade Improvement Program / Community Fund Grant:  We have received several inquiries on the new DDA Façade Improvement Program.  I had additional conversations with the community foundation about our grant request.  They had additional questions for me on the program.  Later that same day we received word that our grant request was approved.  Therefore we now have $10,000 available for façade improvement grants to our downtown businesses. 

Parking Study:  We have come up with a parking signage plan to relocate and install additional new signage in the downtown.  

B & B Gas Station Report:  Drilling the monitoring wells has begun this week.  I will update you as things progress and we get more information. 

Co-op Advertising:  I met with the Tri County Times and their advertising Director regarding our plans for DDA co-op ads.  I have included information for you to look at.  If we charge $10 for an ad space and we have approximately 15 ad spaces paid for by businesses, it will cost us around $300 for a half page ad.  The TCT will contact businesses in the DDA about advertising and handle all the leg work in getting the ad content.  The first add could advertise the ladies night out event and/or holiday happenings.

Farmers Market:  Very successful market this year.  Already looking at extending the market earlier and later next year.  

Music by the Mill:  This year the Music was extended one week earlier.  We had good crowds all season.  We are looking for ideas on ways to improve for next year.  Big thanks to State Bank in sponsoring the Farmers market and the Music by the Mill.
 
Social Media:  We have stepped up the social media this year.  We are putting things out there daily on happenings in our City.  Please like us or check out the website.  New information is being added each week.
