Motion by Culbert, second by Chapman, to approve the minutes of the September 14, 2015 Regular City Council Meeting.  Motion carried by full yea vote.

PUBLIC HEARING/PRESENTATION
(A)  Proclamation – Caretel Inns
City Council presented Caretel Inns with a Proclamation, proclaiming October 8, 2015 as Caretel Inns day.
(B)  Bob Bucko – Michigan Township Participating Plan
Bob Bucko gave an overview on our insurance policy.  The City was able to get a $6700 reduction in our insurance cost this year.
(C)  John Dzuirman – Linden Mill Architectural Assessment Report
Gave a brief overview on the Linden Mills Building.  Look at the whole part in the water.  The porch has deteriorated out the egress door.  That could end up in the water.  The roof looks like it has a little sag in it.
Cusson – The cost of removing the paint and making it environmentally safe so it does not go into the river?
Dick – Did they take the paint down to nothing in 1995?  If it has lead in it, it will cost three times as much to remove it.
Dzuirman – Did not see a trace of primer.  I would use a solid stain the next time it is painted.
Barb Kincaid – A lot of roof repairs and paint repairs, but we have holes in the building that need to be fixed.
Dzuirman – The repairs for that are included in the price.
Ciesielski – Prioritize the items, paint first then repairs?  I appreciate the report.  A plan needs to be in place how to get to point A to point B.
Ross – Wonderful basic plan to follow.  Where does the money come from?  Maybe start a Linden Mills Building foundation.
Zelenak – We need to have a preservation plan in place.  It is long term and the majority is maintaining the building.
Dzuirman – City of Rochester who want to bring back to the theater.  A lot of non-profits can bond out and pay for it over a period of time.
Culbert – In Traverse City at the MML Economic Development Crowd Funding to come in and give support.
Ciesielski – How do you rate the foundation now?  Dzuirman – I don't see anything really wrong with it.

City Manager, Paul Zelenak reported on:
 
Ladies Night Out:  The event is planned for November 7th from 6-9pm in downtown.  The committee has been very active.  The DDA is one of the sponsors. Please plan on attending. 

Holiday Happenings:  The event is moving forward.  It will be as in prior years on the first Friday in December.  This year they are planning the regular events, including carriage rides, shopping, carolers, refreshments, Santa, etc.  And new this year will be an evening parade in downtown.  There is a committee specifically working on that.  I will have more details as we move forward.

Halloween Parade:  We are meeting this week to again discuss the Elementary School Halloween Parade in Downtown Linden.  The parade will take place on October 30th in the early afternoon.  Students from the elementary school will parade on the sidewalks "in costume” through the downtown.  I will have more details soon on the route and the exact time of the parade.  

Sealcoating Downtown Parking Lots: This Sunday September 27th they will begin the sealcoating of the parking lots in downtown Linden.  The first parking lots that will be seal coated will be the lot behind City Hall and the Library parking lot.  This lot will be closed on Sunday for sealcoating.  The following week they will be striping the same lot.  All of this will be weather permitting.  The lot behind Thimbleberry and Down the Hatch Pub and the VFW will be done on Monday.   The following Sunday and Monday they will be striping the lots on the same schedule. And striping on street parking spaces as well. We have begun to get this out there on FB and the City Website.

Audio Visual Equipment: The bids went out for the Audio visual equipment for City Hall and the Council Chambers.  We will be bringing this to council at your next meeting.

Linden Grist Mill Architectural Assessment Report:  At tonight’s meeting John Dzuirman will present the Linden Grist Mill Architectural Report to City Council.  This is a non-agenda item but it will be placed under presentations. 
 Funeral for Officer Wolf:  Property owners really stepped up to help.  Our fire, police, DPW staff and office staff along with Brad Dick.  Thanks to all for their amazing help.

Ripley Road:  Met with a few of the Ripley road residents to let them know what the cost could be potentially of repaving that portion.  Talked about getting some state funding.

Saddlebrook Funds:  $18,000 paid for by the association cannot be refunded back to the residents.  Going to treat the road to extend the life of the road.
We have been looking at seasonal banners for the downtown.  We will discuss some of those at the upcoming DDA meeting.

Flushing Rotary donated $200,000 to the park.  Linden has a Kiwanis Club and many other community service groups that I'm sure would like to donate to the Linden Mills Building.
