CITY MANAGER’S REPORT
City Manager, Paul Zelenak reported on:
 
Ladies Night Out:  The event is planned for November 7th from 6-9pm in downtown.  The committee has been very active.  The DDA is one of the sponsors. Please plan on attending. 

Holiday Happenings:  The event is still moving forward.  It will be held on December 4th.  The event will include carriage rides, shopping, carolers, refreshments, Santa, etc.  And yes a night time parade that will occur at 6pm.

Halloween Parade:  The Elementary School Halloween Parade in Downtown Linden will be held on Friday October 30th at 1:30 pm.  Students from the elementary school will parade on the sidewalks "in costume” through the downtown.  Reminder Halloween Hours in the City of Linden are from 5:30PM-7:30 PM.

Sealcoating Downtown Parking Lots & Parking Space Striping:  The work is complete.  Each of the parking lots looks much better.  We have striped new and existing spaces in the downtown.

Linden Mills Architectural Report: Last month we reviewed the Linden Mill Architectural Report.  Based upon receiving that report I am recommending that we set up a Mill Committee to go over the report and make recommendations and act on getting funding and setting an overall plan for the Mill.  It's important to get a committee together that will work on the report and actively pursue funding methods, gathering public support and moving through with an overall plan for the Mill.  I would recommend that we have a representative of the Historical Society, Planning Commission, City Council and Staff.  We should also bring in the Architect so that he can make recommendations as to moving forward.  There are several grant opportunities out there.  However this must be a multi-faceted funding approach, which includes looking at existing funds, public and private investment, general fund monies and other entities to assist us in our endeavor.
