The City Manager’s proposed budget for the fiscal year scheduled to begin July 1st was submitted to Council on April 11, 2016. The Council conducted a work session regarding the proposed budget on April 20, 2016. The required public hearing regarding the proposed budget was conducted as part of the regular City Council meeting on April 25, 2016. Also presented to the City Council is the proposed resolution establishing salary and wages for the fiscal year.

Gus Macker: Scott Sutter and I attended another meeting last week for the Gus Macker Event. The event will be held on June 25th and 26th. We have a limited role this year due to the fact that the event will be held on the School property and not downtown. We have been asked to assist with a police presence again this year We will receive a stipend for providing police during the event. 

Downtown Improvements: Hopefully you have begun to see the installation of the new banners, planters, and benches installed around the downtown. These items were purchased by the DDA.

Memorial Day Events: The events will include a parade, ceremony and conclude with a concert and picnic. 

First Try Triathlon: We have met with the organizers of the First Try Triathlon. This year the event will be held June 18th at 8:00 am. We will be bringing information back to you at our next City Council Meeting.

Dollar General will be submitting changes to their previously approved plan at the June Planning meeting. 
On the DDA portion of our website we will be featuring commercial listings in the downtown area.
There will be a Cemetery clean-up on May 14th.
