Dr. Wax Property: We are looking at ways to assist in the development of Dr. Wax’s property. We have met with representatives of the DEQ and the State of Michigan to look at potential ways to assist in the clean-up of the property, including the establishment of a Brownfield Redevelopment Authority (BRA). This can be done with the assistance of Genesee County.

Sign Donation: We have been approached by Scott, the owner of Memories and More, about his potential donation of a sign to the City of Linden. This sign is a changeable lettered sign where we could advertise events and activities in the City of Linden. What are your thoughts about placing the sign at a location in town?

DEQ Monitoring Wells: The DEQ is again placing monitoring wells around town. These are located near the Presbyterian Church, Hamrick Street, and within the library parking lot.

First Try Triathlon: The race occurs this coming Saturday at Linden County Park. Please be prepared for bikers on the road Saturday morning between 8 am and 10am along Bridge Street & Rolston Roads.

Gus Macker: Scott Sutter and I attended another meeting last week for the Gus Macker Event. The event will be held the weekend of June 25th and 26th. We will have a limited role this year due to the fact that the event will be held on the School property and not in the downtown. We have been requested to assist with a police presence again this year during the event.
