CITY MANAGER’S REPORT
City Manager, Paul Zelenak reported on:
B & B Gas Station Testing: We have received additional information relating to the B&B leak.  We will report back to City Council after the State receives the updated FAR from B&B. 


Dr. Wax Property:  Adam and I recently had a conference call with the DEQ regarding the B&B leak.  Our conversations revolved around the future development of the Dr. Wax property and the potential for using the Brownfield Redevelopment Act or other funds to assist in cleaning up a portion or all of the property (including potential City right of way) and assist in mitigating the contamination on site.  We had a very productive meeting and will be working closely with Dr. Wax and the DEQ to look for ways to assist with this project.  


Façade Improvement Program: We have had our first application for the grant, and another property owner has submitted information pertaining to another grant.  The first application was from the owner of the new Optometry building.


Business Spotlight:  We are initiating a new business spotlight program for our businesses.  Where we spotlight a Linden business on our website and Facebook page.  I think it would be a good idea to give our businesses this opportunity to showcase themselves.  It would be on a first come first serve basis.  And the businesses would write up their own “limited description”.  They will be a spotlight business for a week.


Gus Macker:  The event this year was held on Saturday and Sunday June 25th and 26th in the grade school complex of Hyatt and Linden Schools.  The event this year attracted more teams from across the state.  The follow-up meeting on the event looked at additional ways to enhance the event and draw more attention to the downtown.  Including offering a means by which the DDA can advertise at the event.    


Music by the Mill: They will again be held this year in Downtown at the Gazebo.  The next music event will be August 3rd.  

Farmers Market: Last week we held our second farmers market event of the year.  Even though the first week was cut short by rain, both weeks attracted 15 vendors and a lot of foot traffic.  We are excited to see the event continue to grow each year.


Back to the Bricks Car Show: This year's event will be held in three weeks on August 10th.  This year we will be adding a shuttle that will allow people to park off site at either the Loose Center or Linden Elementary School.  It will also add additional classic car parking at Linden Elementary School.
