Most of you were aware of the two new businesses that are moving in the old Fire Hall at 208 North Bridge, EZ Kayaks and Beloved Books.


Music by the Mill: Started up again this past week.  The next music event will coincide with the Back to the Bricks Event August 10th. 


Farmers Market: Market was very successful again last week.  This coming week will be their busiest week because of the Back to the Bricks Event.


Back to the Bricks Car Show: This year's event will be held this coming week in Downtown.  We look forward to good crowds and excellent weather. See attachments which include street shut down information and the adding of a shuttle that will allow people to park off site at either the Loose Center or Linden Elementary School.  It will also add additional classic car parking at Linden Elementary School.  


Doller General:  The project is in full swing.  They begin demolition last week.  We should see some land balancing and then construction beginning very soon.
