NEW BUSINESS
(A) CAS 43-16 	Fire Department Fire Rescue Rig Purchase 

The City is looking to purchase a new Fire Rescue Truck.  For the first time we are using National Joint Powers Alliance for the purchase.  This organization uses a national procurement process (similar to the one at the State of Michigan) for purchasing fire vehicles.  

The vehicle is being purchased from Rosenbauer at a cost of $139,500.  This vehicle purchase is budgeted within this year's budget.  We will make a down payment on the vehicle to begin the process of constructing the vehicle.  We will be using money that was allocated from this year's budget towards the purchase.  We have already been working with State Bank to secure a loan for the rest of the balance.
Chief Will – Gave a presentation on the current rig and the rig he is looking at purchasing.
Ross - Why will it take 9 months to get?  Will - Just that far out in building.
Cusson – Is there a decal package that will come back to council later, like the Tahoe?  Will - It is included in the current price.
Lossing – Any new equipment we will need?  Will – No, not at this time.
Culbert – What about the old rig?  Will – We will put it up for sale.
MacDermaid – Did we budget for this?  Zelenak - $15,000 we did but we are looking at financing a 7-8 year loan.
Dick – For $140,000 they should throw in power windows for that price.

Motion by Lossing, second by Culbert, to approve the purchase of the Fire Rescue Truck from Rosenbauer Inc. in the amount of $139,500.  Motion carried.
