PUBLIC HEARING/PRESENTATION
(A)  Water Reliability Study Presentation by Jon Booth, HRC
Jon Booth went over the Water Reliability Study.  The green 6" water mains need to be replaced.  Average day flow, max day highest flow is in July, and August peak hours are 6am-7am or 5pm-6pm.  Silver Lake by Saddlebrook is at 27psi which is pretty low.  Both water towers need to be elevated to give better water pressure.  Fire flow around the city for fighting fires to low of a psi with the 6" water main is the main issue.  Not very up to date SCADA equipment.  Water loss is sufficient.  650,000 gallons a day is used.  Storage capacity a little insufficient.  The water plants need better security.
Ciesielski – Very informative.  The pressure has been the biggest issue within the City.
Culbert – I did not know it was a 6" water main by Spring Meadows.  I thought it was an 8".
McKone – Might be time to start looking into having everyone tapping into the city's water system.
