	(A)  CAS 06-16	Fire Department Agreement with Fenton

Chief Will outlines the reasons to continue and extend our contract with STAT EMS.  We believe this will provide better and quicker ambulance response times to the City of Linden.  We have been working with the City of Fenton and STAT EMS to provide improved and reliable response times to those in need within our communities.

We believe this agreement will allow us to reach those goals by STAT placing Ambulances within our or the City of Fenton’s boundaries.  This agreement has been modified and reviewed by all the parties.

CITY MANAGER’S REPORT
City Manager, Paul Zelenak reported on:

B&B Gas Station FAR:  We met again with representatives of the DEQ this past week to discuss historical information on properties within the City.  We are still awaiting the results of the review of the FAR from B&B.  I will provide you with further information as it becomes available.

2016-2017 Budget: Our Preliminary 2016-2017 Budget will be presented to you at our April 11th City Council Meeting.  Please notice the April 20th Budget Work Session.  This will take place on a Wednesday Evening just as last year.  We will bring in a light dinner for Council Members.

Road Funding:  We were informed this week that our project to do paving of Bridget Street from the Bridge over the Shiawassee was approved by Genesee County for the 2019 Year.  This will provide (80% federal funding – Approximately $800,000) to do the project.  Scheduled for 2019 construction year. We will now move forward with the planning paving and design.  We are additionally looking at companion projects to receive economies of scale in doing a larger paving project.  As well as making improvements to the water, sewer and storm sewer in the area.

Infrastructure Meeting:  At our meeting last week we discussed road projects and moving forward with our recommendations in our Water Reliability Study as it pertains to reviewing alternatives to increasing pressures and water flows within the City.  

Planning Commission Meeting:  Just before tonight's meeting we held a rescheduled Planning Commission meeting to discuss the proposed Dollar General Site Plan. Unfortunately last week's Planning Commission meeting needed to be rescheduled because of lack of a quorum.

Cemetery Committee Meeting:  The informal Cemetery Committee met two weeks ago to discuss upcoming plans for the Cemetery.  We discussed a Cemetery Clean-up day that will be held the weekend of May 14th.  We also discussed an Eagle Scout Project that was proposed to build a Cemetery sign that will be placed near the entrance of the Cemetery that will contain a large map and other pertinent information. 

Portable Docks:   Ways to improve handicap accessibility Vista Marine met with them today.  $40,000 plus to put in a dock like this more than doubled the price with this dock.  Should definitely continue pursuing and maybe not just this grant.  Look for future grants too.  Talk with the Keepers of the Shiawassee Shore.  Maybe see if they want to help fund it.
