CITY MANAGER’S REPORT
City Manager, Paul Zelenak reported on:

Road Funding:  I attended a Genesee County (TIP) Meeting last week. The meeting was one of three meetings held within the county whereby the public could comment regarding the proposed federal road projects within Genesee County.  Our project is the Bridge Street Paving Project.  (between the south City limits and the bridge over the Shiawassee River) Projected for 2019 year.  We may be able to move construction of the project up to 2018.  However that will not be confirmed for a few more weeks.  The forwarding of the project by one year would not only allow us to get the work done earlier, but it also may allow us to combine it with a couple other projects within the City.

Trail Project:  A couple months ago we discussed a potential pathway / trail project between Linden and Fenton.  We are moving forward with the plan and preliminary engineering projects.  We expect to have additional meetings this coming year.  We also are looking at budgeting money in the upcoming year to move the project(s) forward.  The group is also in discussion with SLPR to help facilitate the process.

Budget:  The 2016-2017 Budget will be presented to you at the next Council meeting on April 11th.   Our Budget Work Session will be held on April 20th.

CITY ATTORNEY’S REPORT
Gave a Resolution for a Moratorium on Private Wells.  He would like the Council to look over and consider this resolution.
