(B)  CAS 10-16	Call for Public Hearing 2016-2017

Motion by Culbert, second by Cusson, to hold a public hearing on the 2016-2017 Fiscal Year proposed budget Monday, April 25, 2016 at 7:00 PM as part of the regular meeting agenda in Council Chambers. The property tax millage rate proposed to be levied to support the proposed budget will be a subject of this hearing.  Council will adopt the final budget in the first Council meeting in May. Motion carried.

CITY MANAGER’S REPORT
City Manager, Paul Zelenak reported on:

Road Funding:  It appears that project (Bridge Street Paving Project between the south City limits and the bridge over the Shiawassee River), projected for the 2019 year, will now be moved up one year to 2018.  

Trail Project:  A couple months ago we discussed a potential pathway / trail project between Linden and Fenton.  We are moving forward with the plan and preliminary engineering projects.  SLPR will help facilitate.

Sign at Cemetery:  A local Eagle Scout created a sign with a map at the entrance to the Cemetery.  The sign will help those looking for a particular site more than just using the section signs alone.  At a future meeting, we will be recognizing this Scout and all the hard work they did in designing and creating this sign.

Generator: In the 2015-2016 Budget, we included an allocation of money for a generator to power all of City Hall in case of an emergency. Because as part of this request (we were also applying for a grant), we only requested the City to fund approximately 25-35% of the costs for the Generator.  We were informed that we will be in fact receiving the grant.  We will update council at a later date as to the exact amount we will receive and the timeframe for installation.

Gus Macker:  We have been informed of the dates of the upcoming Gus Macker event in Linden.  We will be attending meeting within the next couple of weeks to see if our assistance is needed or if we need to have the committee come before this body for approval.

COUNCIL COMMENTS AND REPORTS
Cusson – During the path talks, was there any talk of getting sidewalks by the school? 
Lossing – I believe that was through safepaths. 
Zelenak – We didn’t get full support before in moving that process forward, but we are looking at additional sidewalks near Hyatt and Broad St. on the corner and on to the school. We can push forward and continue looking for funds. 
Dick – There is $200,000 available per school through safepaths if they apply. 
Zelenak- I will contact the Superintendent and see if we can push this forward. 
Culbert – FACT meeting Thursday, SLPR is trying to pass a resolution to be the fiduciary for LAFF. 
Dick – Genesee County Small Cities meeting, had a presentation from the Genesee County Planning Commission on their non-motorized trails project and the LAFF trail is at the top of their priority list and one of the three main paths that they are pushing and are willing to give us support once all the resolutions are in place. 
Lossing – 4PM at the Fenton Community Center  this Thursday, there is a meeting on the Shiawassee River National Water Trail. This will be the second meeting.
