PUBLIC HEARING/PRESENTATION
(A) Public Hearing – 2016-2017 Budget
Mayor Lossing opened the public hearing at 7:03 p.m. He stated that the purpose of the hearing was to hear citizen’s comments on the FY 2016-2017 Recommended Budget. At the previous City Council meeting, the recommended budget was supplied to City Council. On April 20, 2016, the City Council conducted the annual budget review and workshop. The City Charter (§7.4) instructs that before the final adoption, a public hearing on the budget proposal shall be held as provided by law. Notice of the time and place of such hearings shall be published in the newspaper having general circulation in the city at least (1) week in advance thereof. A copy of the proposed budget shall be on file and available to the public during office hours at the office of the clerk for a period of not less than (1) week prior to such public hearing. The notice for the required public hearing was published in the Tri-County Times and posted at City Hall. Also, as part of the recommended budget is a 10.8215 mills for general government operational purposes in order to finance the 2016-2017 budget and an additional millage (as approved by voters) of .3942 mills for the purpose of mosquito control.

CITY MANAGER’S REPORT
City Manager, Paul Zelenak reported on:

Mill Building: We held another Mill Building Committee meeting last week. We are moving forward with the planning to market our project and solicit funds. We have had a painter look at the building and offered some insight as to methods of restoring the façade. And also have been in contact with a contractor who does underwater assessment of the foundation. We are looking at hiring a firm with historic preservation experience to oversee the project.

Sign at Cemetery: A local Eagle Scout has created the sign and it should be installed this week. We will be recognizing this Scout and all the hard work he did in designing and building the sign at an upcoming meeting.

Gus Macker: Scott Sutter and I attended a meeting last week for the Gus Macker Event. The event will be held the weekend of June 25th and 26th. We will have a limited role this year due to the fact that the event will be held on the School property and not in the downtown. We have been requested to assist with a police presence again this year during the event. Our staff will discuss this issue, and determine what the overall costs would be. We expect that the Gus Macker group will be coming to our first City Council Meeting in May to go over the event plans.

Downtown Improvements: Over the next several weeks you will begin to see the new banners, planters and benches installed around the downtown. These items were purchased by the DDA.

CITY ATTORNEY’S REPORT
Gave a Resolution for a Moratorium on Private Wells.  He would like the Council to look over and consider this resolution.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS
Received financials from the Treasurer, Bev Vondra. planters and benches installed around the downtown. These items were purchased by the DDA.
