City Manager, Paul Zelenak reported on:

Music by the Mill: This year's concerts were deemed to the best attended in years.  The final concert received great reviews and was commented on by passersby and on social media. Good job done by SLPR in getting this year's acts together.  We added one additional concert this year due to having 5 Wednesdays in August.


Ladies Night Out Event:  The event is scheduled this year for Saturday, November 5th.  Planning Continues.  We expect to have over 400 women in town this coming year.  The group is doing advanced registration.
MacDermaid – Ladies night Out ended in Crow's nest, is it there this year?  I think they far exceeded the capacity.

Mill Building:  We have just received an estimate from HRC on a more detailed building assessment.  This assessment will get into greater detail on the buildings electrical, HVAC, structural systems.  This report will give a detailed write-up and make recommendations to correct deficiencies and provide a conceptual cost estimate so that we may begin to apply for grants and funding.   We will be meeting again soon with the committee to discuss this plan and our plans for moving forward.
