New Business

Manager's Report
B & B Gas Station Testing: We have had several conversations and emails with the DEQ and the State of Michigan regarding B&B. The DEQ and B&B and the Assistant Attorney General will be meeting to discuss the recently denied FAR. They will contact me after the meeting to let me know what transpired in the meeting. On Monday, I talked with the Assistant Attorney General about the B&B gas leak in Ithaca and the recent court of appeals ruling regarding a suit that was brought against B&B gas station by a medical company and how it might relate to our
situation. 
Dr. Wax Property: Adam and I met with the DEQ regarding the Dr. Wax property and the potential for using the Brownfield Redevelopment Act to clean up a portion of the property (including potentially the City right of way) and assist in mitigating the contamination on site. We are trying to schedule a meeting with the County Commissioner to discuss reestablishing the Brownfields in Genesee County, which will assist us with this and other potential projects in Linden.
Banner Signs: Additional banner signs were installed recently in downtown. We have been getting good compliments regarding them.
Friday Night Car Shows: The car shows are again being held in the parking lot behind Thimbleberrys every Friday night from June 3rd through August 26th. We hope the events will be even more successful than last year and bring more visitors to downtown. We are looking at partnering with the Forward 4 West Fireworks and Run this coming August.
First Try Triathalon: Will occur this Saturday, June 18th at 8:00 am. The event will begin at Linden County Park where a swim event will occur, followed by biking down Bridge street and on Rolston, and then up Ripley to Lahring Roads. The race will conclude with a run through Linden County Park.
Gus Macker: The event this year will be held on Saturday and Sunday June 25th and 26th in the grade school complex of Hyatt and Linden Schools. See attached press release regarding the event.
Music by the Mill: They will again be held this year Downtown at the Gazebo. We will hold events throughout the month of August (see attached schedule).
Farmers Market: The event will again be held on the property now owned by Dr. Wax. The event will run from July 13th thru August 31st. Again this year State Bank has committed a donation to assist in helping offset the costs for the event.
Back to the Bricks Car Show: This year’s event will be held on August 10th. We will be adding a shuttle that will allow people to park off site at either the Loose Center or Linden Elementary School.
Southern Lakes Park and Rec.: See attached presentation that was given at our recent City Council Meeting regarding SLPR and their activities and programs that are offered in Linden. 
Doller General: At last week’s Planning Commission Meeting, Doller General had their revised plans approved by the Planning Commission. The proposed changes were to the material of the proposed structure. See attached plans.
Zoning Amendment: At our recent Planning Commission meeting, the Commission made a recommendation to City Council to adopt Section 3.5.2 of the Zoning Ordinance. This change will streamline the review process and allow the Zoning Administrator to administratively review eligible projects without first obtaining authorization from the Planning Commission.
Keepers of the Shiawassee: The organization has organized a cleanup of the river. This year’s segment will be from the bridge in downtown west behind Eagles Wooden Park. Also included within your packet is a schedule of their events for the summer.
Kiwanis Donation: The Linden Kiwanis recently made a $700 dollar donation to the Linden Police Department for the purchase of a bullet proof vest for one of our officers. We are very thankful for their donation and for Kiwanis does for our community. 
Redevelopment Committee: Adam and I are preparing information and working with everyone’s schedule to have a meeting with this committee. We will report back after the meeting.
