NEW BUSINESS
(A) 	Certificate of Appropriateness – 205 N. Bridge St. Mally Property Management
The Commission considered the applicants request to paint the exterior of the building, install a new projecting sign already approved by the sign review committee, replace the current alley enclosure with a decorative guard rail, and to install a crown molding cap at the top of the building and above the four front windows. 

Motion by Dick, seconded by Williams to approve painting the exterior in Classical Yellow (SW 2865) with White trim, the projecting sign made of a high density urethane, sand blasted to look like wood, and painted Rockwood Sash Green (SW 2810) with white lettering,  the removal of the wood gate between 205 N. Bridge and neighboring Down the Hatch pub, the installation of a decorative guard rail on the back side of the platform next to the gas, and the white crown molding cap on the top of the building, and a built up crown around the four front windows, also in a white, provided that:

· The applicant camouflage the meters by painting them to blend in with the color of the wall (blue);
· The applicant supply proof of agreement from the neighboring property owner, “Down the Hatch” to allow the removal of the fence, the installation of the railing, and the painting of the meters. 

(B) 	Certificate of Appropriateness – 208 N. Bridge St. Beloved Books  
The Commission considered the application to hang a sign from the applicant’s prior location stating “Beloved Books” and a smaller sign shaped like a hand pointing to the front of the store. Both are made out of wood and were previously approved by the sign committee. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Motion by Dick, seconded by Morey to approve the Certificate of Appropriateness for 205 N. Bridge St., provided that the applicant repaint the signs to be black with SW Classical White lettering instead of gold, and that the hand be outlined in white instead of gold. Additionally, the applicant is required to install the sign in the mortar and not drill into the face of the brick. Motion carried.
