NEW BUSINESS
(A) 	Certificate of Appropriateness – 209 N. Bridge St., Frederick’s Tattoo Gallery
We are in receipt of a certificate of appropriateness application and sign permit application package, dated September 13, 2016, submitted by applicant Fredrick Storey, on behalf of property owner Dave Sheehy, to install a new projecting sign and window sign for the Fredrick’s Tattoo Gallery at 209 North Bridge Street. The property is zoned CBD, Central Business District.

The following signage is proposed:
• A new projecting sign, indicating Fredrick’s Tattoo Gallery, mounted to the front façade above the door. This projecting sign will be diamond-shaped, measured 4 feet wide by 4 feet tall (the actual sign area will be 2.83 feet by 2.83 feet for a total area of 8 square feet). The sign will be constructed of high density urethane (HDU) material, painted a combination of black, white, gold leaf, Billiard Green (0016), Chinese Red (0057), and a darker and lighter gray (0077, 0055). The sign will be mounted using a steel bracket and lag bolts. 
• A new window sign, to be installed within the front door window. This vinyl window sign will state Fredrick’s Tattoo Gallery, along with the hours of operation, and will use the same colors as the projecting sign.

Motion by Dick, seconded by Klee to approve the Certificate of Appropriateness for209 N. Bridge Street, as presented, and contingent on the approval by the Sign Review Committee and compliance with their requirements. Motion carried
