NEW BUSINESS

(A) PC 16-16 Administrative Site Plan Review for 208 North Bridge Street
Applicant, Heather Idoni, was present at the meeting, and is seeking to open a bookstore in Linden. She has been in business for 13 years and is hoping to relocate here from Argentine. The bookstore will occupy the existing ground floor tenant space, comprising 1,160 square feet, of the existing two-story building, in the CBD. Retail stores such as this are a permitted use in this district.
Motion by Culbert, seconded by Drewett to authorize the staff to conduct an administrative review of 208 N. Bridge Street. Motion carried. 


(B) PC 17-16 Administrative Site Plan Review for 106 South Bridge Street

We are in receipt of an administrative site plan application submitted by applicant Michael Richards, on behalf of property owner Justin Silvey, to establish a new snack shop/family fun center within an existing building located at 106 South Bridge Street.
The applicant was not present for the meeting but the Planning Commission noted several questions that they would like the applicant to answer going forward including:

· How will the children be supervised, is parental supervision required?

· What are the insurance requirements for the playscape area?

· What are the hours and days of operation?

· Are the machines coin operated?

· How do you plan to restrict usage to children aged 3-12?

· What are the sanitation and hygiene requirements for maintaining the playscape?

· Is there a restroom? Where is it located?

· Will you be getting a dumpster?

· Where will parking be? Can’t have a drop-off lane in front of the building. 

· How will the food be prepared? Are you meeting the health department requirements?

Motion by Dick, seconded by Culbert to table the discussion until the applicant can answer these questions for the Commission. Motion carried.

Swor- The redevelopment committee met last week and has started to identify properties to look at for development. It was a productive first meeting. The next meeting is July 20, 2016.
