Bridge St. The applicant is requesting to renovate the exterior of his building, including requesting to replace the 3 windows in the “bump-out”, and trim (one these and all windows of the building except the bottom front windows) with composite white trim. The applicant wants to remove the existing siding and install hardie plank cement board. The existing posts supporting the “bump out” are to be enclosed by baluster style posts in composite white. The siding will be painted to match the existing building color, which was approved in 2013. Additionally, the applicant would like to replace an existing windowed side door, on the south side of the building, with a solid steel door.
