Special Land Use Review and Preliminary Site Plan Review for Group Daycare Home at 445 



Sweet Briar Ridge
The Commission received a supplemental letter from the applicants on September 3, 2015 states that it is her intention to have no more than 12 families enrolled per day. The Commission also received a revised site plan, with the requested changes and clarifications. The applicants, Renae and Ken Titus, were present for this meeting. 

Motion by Cusson, seconded by Dick, to bring this issue forward after it was tabled at the previous meeting. Motion passed with a full yea vote. 

Motion by Cusson, seconded by Crawford to approve the Special Land Use Review Application for the proposed group day care home at 445 Sweet Briar Ridge, with the following conditions:

1. That the applicant will provide to the City a copy of its group day care home license from the State of Michigan prior to commencing operation of the day care.
2. That there will be a maximum of 2 employees not a member of the family. 
3. That the applicant will not commence operation of the day care until the proposed zoning text amendment to Section 4.5.1 of the Zoning Ordinance, if adopted, becomes effective. 
4. That the applicant will limit the number of children at the daycare per day to 12.
Motion by Dick, seconded by Drewett to approve the preliminary site plan for the proposed group day care home at 445 Sweet Briar Ridge. Motion carried with a full yea vote. 
COMMISSIONER/COMMITTEE REPORTS
Next month there will be a public hearing on the rezoning application for 802 N. Bridge from R-3 to Local Service (LS). 

Young discussed with the Commission the issue of the “missing middle” and asked that this be considered in light of the upcoming required review of the City’s Master Plan by January 2016. The review can result in acceptance of the current plan or adjustments could be made after review if the Commission finds changes they would like to make. We will be sending out materials to aide in this review.
